Dear Friends!
Look at these landscapes. The world, we live in, is really wonderful: blue oceans, seas and rivers, mountains, hills, fields and valleys.
We live surrounded by this beauty. But the situation isn’t the same in different parts of our planet.
Today nature faces a great threat: water pollution, nuclear tests of atom bombs, accidents on the atomic power stations, disappearance of animals, birds and insects, cutting forests. 
The pollution of air and the world’s ocean, destruction of the ozone layer is the result of man’s careless interaction with nature, a sign of ecological crises.
In recent years the pollution problems have received great publicity. Some progress has already been made in this direction. Numerous conferences have been held to discuss problems of ecology. One of them is our Ecological Forum.

In 1949 scientists examined the living conditions of animals, birds and insects. They made the list of rare and disappearing living things and named in Red Data Book.
The colour “red” is a danger signal understandable to all people in the world. The red colour means no passage, stop!
3 ведущий:
Well, the contradiction between man and nature are really dramatic. As for animals the situation is the same:
1. Eight big cats are killed to make one fur coat$
1. Only several hundred of rhinos are left in Asia;
1. About 3 million kangaroos are hunted every year;
1. Millions buffalos were destroyed by now;
1. Over forty thousand monkeys are caught every year;
1. About three hundred dolphins and thirty sea turtles are poisoned by water pollution every day.
4 ведущий:
Fortunately, there are people who are trying to do something to prevent from killing animals. In 1961, the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) was founded – a small group of people who wanted to raise money to save animals and plants.
Today, the World Wild Fund is a large international organization. It has raised over 35 million pounds for conservation projects, and has created or given support to National Parks in five countries. 
One of them is situated in Russia in the Amur Region. Its name is Muraviovka Park in the Amur Region. Meet the World Wild Fund representative from Great Britain who has been living and working on this territory for many years. 
Adam Stein:
It is essential to stress the importance of environmental education of the local population for understanding the importance of a careful attitude toward nature.
Muraviovka Park is a treasure of the Amur Region. I want to describe the place for those who have never been there. MP is the first nongovernmental protected area in Russia. It consists of roughly six thousand hectares. 
Our primary purpose is to serve as an experimental base for the theory and practice of sustainable land use in the system of specially protected areas. Russia created this system for the benefit of the entire world— zapovedniks and zakazniks where human beings never set foot or set foot only under certain, limited conditions. 
The Park serves as an alternative type of protected area. We demonstrate that man and nature are not enemies, that they can exist side by side in harmony. For example, the Park contains the highest density of rare cranes and storks of any place in Russia, although farmers actively farm fields that lie right next to these wetlands. The birds are just fine there; they find the situation very convenient. 
This area is very rich in biodiversity. For example, edelweiss is found here, a plant that grows in the mountains; pushitsa or cotton grass, a plant that grows in the tundra; and orchids that grow in the tropics. This rich biodiversity of plants and animals must be protected for future generations. We share the results with the people who live in the Amur region, our visitors. That’s the reason that even people from Vladivostok come to us, even though they have lots of possibilities of their own, living as close as they do to Korea and Japan. They come to the Park because we offer a kind of educational experience that they can’t get anywhere else.
